loved is mysteries. Once I realized that I had not
covered a proper mystery yet, it felt criminal, pun
intended.

Mysteries have a long, storied history, pun also
intended, built by some of the most prolific authors
in history, such as Agatha Christie, Sir Arthur Conan
Doyle, John Grisham and many more.

While I plan on getting around to some of those
classic authors, I figured that for my first mystery, I
would go with something a little more modern and
perhaps a little more unknown.

“The Guest List” by Lucy Foley is a story that
brings the same feeling you might get watching a
thriller late into the night. Waves of realization wash
over you as the plot comes more into focus and the
murderer is revealed little by little.

Foley created a narrative that was recognized as one
of the New York Times’ Best Thrillers of 2020, along
with other notable accolades.

Needless to say, this was one of the most popular
mysteries of the COVID years, which says a lot
considering that most people were trapped at home
reading to pass the time.

This story follows the wedding of Jules Keegan
and Will Slater, a luxurious magazine publisher and
television star power couple, with all their loved
ones gathered on an island off the coast of Ireland to
celebrate their marriage.

What starts as a weekend of love devolves
into one of betrayal, regret and murder that
leaves you guessing what happened until the
very end. The majority of the book outlines
the night and morning before the wedding,
with frequent flashes to the present, where the
wedding seems to have taken a turn.

Power outages, a discovered body and a
trail of evidence are revealed little by little
while we learn the context of how we arrived
here.

The pacing is slow, with the word “murder”
not being mentioned until about seven hours
in on a 10-hour production, but it’s still
interesting enough to keep you around.

The story is told from multiple points of
view, with a cast of narrators providing a
unique voice for each character to help keep
the story clear and concise from beginning to end. The
majority of the narration was great for revealing the
story in a way that keeps it fresh. While a character
here and there may not match their narrator as much
as they could, it is well worth it as each viewpoint
gets its time to shine to create a setting that feels alive.

Mysteries are all about the setup, so that the pay-off
is earned in a way that is satisfying to the reader. This
concept is definitely apparent in “The Guest List,” but
in my opinion, it relies a bit too heavily on the setup
and does not pay off every plot point as well as it
could have.

With five different perspectives, the history of all
these characters begin to take part in the larger story
being told. By the time the mystery is revealed, most
of the separate plots are wrapped up neatly within
the overarching story, while others are resigned to
the epilogue as an acknowledgment of the pieces that
weren’t included.

We’re left with a book that will have you searching
your brain for all the clues that were left along the
way, making it perfect for mystery fans as well as
those with a passing interest in the genre. LL
